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The village of Falatados was and still remns one of
the biggest rocky villages of Tinos Island. The srigin of
its foundation isn't exactly known. ‘The village a’rady
existed in the 15th century and it is possible st wos
constructed even a few centuries before.

The orthodox basifica of Saint John and Saint Trimity
is a true symbol of the village and dates back i 1750,

There are two possible versions _for the origin of the
name of ‘Falatados”. Hﬁnr.rﬁug to the ﬁﬂft one the
village was named after “vlateon”, a deep red fabric
made of silk that was painted there.

The second version mentions that a family, which
was called «Valatades» or «Viatades», once owned the
ternitory that is called «Falatados» nowadays. So it is
possible that the village was named after them.

Most of the infiabitants of Falatados were farmers
and their main cultivation was grape. Because of the
nature of the ground and its gmgmpﬁia:af sttuation;
Falatados is known for producing the best grape in
Tinos and, as a result, the best RAK]
